The meme attached uses this photo that Kanye posted on his Instagram, but a sign with a mask on it that
says “PLEASE MASK UP BETWEEN BITES AND SIPS” was placed over Kanye’s notepad. This is a real sign that was placed in all dining halls when we
got back from winter break in January 2022. COVID is still around at this point (and has been for a couple years now), but the students are tired of many
of the rules since our vaccination rate is so high. This sign became an instant meme, and people were stealing them from the dining halls because they
thought the message was so funny. They honestly were comical signs, to us, if we can go to a lecture hall with hundreds of people on top of each other,
we can eat without making up “between bites and sips.” This sign pushed the students too far, and it was something virtually everyone agreed no one
was going to follow (although | am sure some students and other people might have appreciated the signs, someone had to approve them to be bought).
Most people saw these signs as a joke.
